New Orleans and its music

Birth of New Orleans

New Orleans is a city of music, culture and heritage. It was discovered by
the French in 1718 but purchased by Americans from Napoleon Bonaparte
in 1803 and it therefore holds a great deal of American culture in its history.

In 1699 the French explorer Iberville and his men explored the Mississippi
River from the Gulf of Mexico. On a spot 60 miles south of the present
location of New Orleans they set up a camp on the river’s west bank.
Knowing that the day, March 3, was being celebrated as a major holiday in
France, they christened the site Point du Mardi Gras.

Mardi Gras

Jazz music was created and discovered in New Orleans, and through groups
like the Mardi Gras Indians New Orleans has remained a culture landmark
of the United States. The Mardi Gras Indians, also called Black Indians, is

a group of people, who commemorate the time when black slaves joined
forces with American Indians and fought against the oppression of both
groups. With their colorful clothing and singing and dancing this group

set up a cultural identity for slaves who were left out of the normal life of
individuals living in the United States at the time when slavery ended in the
mid 1800’s. The music life at that time flourished, and many forms of music
began to emerge including ragtime and brass band music. Every year there
was — and still is - a carnival in February called Mardi Gras. The celebration
of Mardi Gras came to North America from Paris, where it had been
celebrated since the Middle Ages.
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But the roots of Mardi Gras go further back than the French. Many see
a relationship to the ancient tribal rituals of fertility that welcomed the
arrival of spring.

New Orleans - the city of music
New Orleans is a place of diverse cultures. Many people have settled Mardi Gras
here and left their cultural heritage on the city: Africans, Americans,
Creoles or French/Africans, Cajuns, French people, Italians, Jews,
Irishmen, Germans and Vietnamese people. All of these people have left
an indelible mark on New Orleans’ culture and life, and their different
influences have made the city a cultural icon in the world. Jazz music
was born in New Orleans. It was created by many great musicians, the

most famous is the trompet player and singer Louis Armstrong. Jazz celebrated
music spawned Rhythm and Blues and out of Rhythm and Blues came with singing
and dancing

in the streets.
Nowadays it has
developed into a
big carnival.

Rock’n Roll. Later Rock’n Roll lead to Soul, Funk and Hip Hop.

The world’s first rock star was a New Orleanian named Anton Fats
Domino or ‘Fats Domino’. This musician created the first Rock’n Roll
record called ‘The Fat Man’, which became one of many hit songs in
his long and successful career.

The Rock’n Roll - or New Orleans Rhythm and Blues as it was called

- found its way to the North and started to inspire other musicians to
create their own versions of the New Orleans sound. These musicians
include Chuck Berry, Elvis Presley, The Beatles and The Rolling Stones.
Many other famous musicians came from New Orleans, including Dr. Fats Domino’s first
John, The Meters and the hip hop star Lil Wayne. album.
